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formulating the policies and safeguarding the activity of farmers, As
soil and water conservation is also a major task of the water comservancy
department, the old idea thinking only the water conservancy engineering
as the orthodox task must be changed, Great number of reservoirs have
fully deposited and have lost effectiveness, which is the inevitable punish-
ment to the water conservancy department,always neglecting soil and wa-
ter conservation, and saying yes but meaning no, Mistake and setback
has given bitter lessons, For this the special technical cadres, especially
the leaders in authorities of various grades for soil and water conserva-
tion, ought to be cultivatied in great attention, in order towell operate
the harness of soil loss,
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
